What is Global Citizenship Education?

Global Citizenship Education (GCE) is an approach to teaching and learning that links global and local
justice issues. GCE explores the root causes of these issues and equips learners and educators to think
critically, build empathy, challenge unjust global systems and take meaningful action towards a kinder,
fairer and more sustainable world.

GCE inspires global solidarity by supporting people to

fully realise their rights, responsibilities and potential
as global citizens. More on the definition of Global
Citizenship Education.

WWGS have developed 5 Guiding Principles to
support GCE teaching and learning.

The Global Passport is a Global Citizenship Education (GCE)
EU accredited, quality mark, which offers post-primary settings
(schools, youthreach centres and other education settings) a
framework to integrate GCE into all aspects of student life.

The Global Passport Framework aims to support, strengthen,
and sustain effective whole-school GCE. Through the Global
Passport, post-primary settings can also apply for grant
funding of up to €800 per year to support whole school
embedding of GCE in their setting.

A dedicated Global Citizenship Education (GCE) Committee in your school.

Possible costs include:

e Materials for activities and brainstorming sessions.

e Communication tools and platforms for outreach.

e Posters, flyers, and printing costs to promote events or campaigns.

e Stationery, art supplies, or props for awareness-raising activities.

e Gift for a longstanding, active member of the GCE Committee, capped at €20.

e Refreshments for committee meetings.

In-person/online student workshops,
capped at €350. Bring in experienced
facilitators to deliver GCE-themed
workshops that inspire critical thinking
and action - Here is the list. Students
can also access GCE training outside
of school with various organisations like
Concern Campaign Academy.

Education (GCE) is most impactful when it’s student-led,
localised, and cross-curricular. Students became more
engaged when they could connect global issues—
like human rights, climate justice, or sustainability —
to their own lives and communities.

Another key learning was that GCE isn't “extra”—
it can and should be embedded into existing subjects.
This year, we successfully integrated GCE into Science,
Social Education, ICT, Art, and Music. This helped staff
see that GCE isn’t more work—it’s better learning.
Students developed critical thinking, empathy, and
a deeper sense of their place in the world.”
